What To Buy: 

1. Textbook: Wardlaw's Perspectives in Nutrition, 2009, 8th Edition  

2. Software: Nutrition Calc Plus 3.0 Online Version  

These two items will be bundled together and sold as one item at the Cuesta College Bookstore. 
Actually for the software, it will be in the form of an access code, printed on a cardboard insert 
with the text, so don't throw it away. 
Keep your receipt when you buy the textbook. If you buy the wrong book, you will be able to 
exchange it, if you have your receipt.  
 
If you would like to purchase the bundle from the Cuesta Bookstore at the North County 
Campus, please call the Cuesta Bookstore in San Luis Obispo (546-3206) and request that they 
send a set of materials to the North County Campus Bookstore with your name on it. 



If you do not buy a new textbook from one of the Cuesta College Bookstores, you will need to 
purchase an access code for the diet analysis software separately. The cost will be $12.50 plus 
tax and it can be purchased online at:

Blackboard has bought out WebCT so you will see both names used in the course.  

Access To The Course: 

For your first login:  

Note: This course WILL NOT be available until the first day of the semester.  

· Type this URL into the address line of your Internet browser. Because of problems with the 
way the course loads, it is recommended that you type this address every time, and DO NOT 
save it as a Bookmark/Favorite.

· Click on the Log In button. Type in your User name. Your username is the same as your 
MyCuesta User Name, firstname_lastname (all lower case). 
 
Example: If your name was Sally Someone, your User name would be: sally_someone 

· Type in your password. Be sure to type it with all UPPERCASE letters. Initially your password 
will be: STUDENT This initial password of STUDENT is only for Blackboard. 
 
You should change your password to something you can easily remember as soon as possible. 
Write down your password and keep it in a safe place. If you wish, you can change your 
Blackboard password to be the same as your MyCuesta password. Passwords are case sensitive 
and must be at least 6 characters. Your instructor does not have access to student passwords, so if 
you lose or forget it you will need contact your instructor, so that she can put in a request through 
technical support to resolve the problem. Any change of your password will be effective for ALL 
Blackboard courses in which you are enrolled at Cuesta College.
